same form (or one of the same forms) that they appear
in in the story. 

Unless a subject of a verb in the vocabulary list is
expressly mentioned, the subject is third-person singu-
lar. For example, abre is given as only opens. In com-
plete form this would be she, he or it opens.

The infinitive form of verbs is given as to ... For
example, ayudar is given as to help. The context in
which the infinitive is used affects the translation. In
some contexts, it would be just help. In others, it would
be helping. One or two pronouns are sometimes
attached to the end of the infinitive, for example, con-
tarle, which means to tell her, and to the end of the
present participle, as in construyéndola, meaning con-
structing it.

Past tenses are used in several parts of this story.
To help you remember the meanings of past tense end-
ings, you can refer to the following:
